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I received many very positive comments on 
the Australia Day reception at Council House 
and trust that our planned events for the 
remainder of 2010 will be just as successful. 
 
On Sunday 2nd May several of our members 
assisted with the Open Day at Government 
House.  These open days are held two or 
three times during the year when His 
Excellency invites members of the public to 
view the House and Gardens. We make good 
use of a display of replica Order of Australia 
decorations to gain the interest of the public 
and to introduce the awards. Well over 50 
nomination forms were given out and hopefully 
some of these will be used. Approximately 
4000 people attended throughout the day. The 
House will be open again during the week we 
celebrate the Foundation of the State and 
again in October. It is worth attending and in 
addition I would be interested to hear from 
members who may be able to spare an hour 
on roster during these open days. 
 
At the national level I have agreed to be part of 
a panel established late last year to address 
some issues of concern to the Association. 
Initially established to address certain financial 
matters, it has been expanded to review a 
number of activities of the Association. Now 
referred to as the Review Panel it is chaired by 
Mick Davis (Chair of the Queensland Branch) 
the other members are Don Hyde (Victoria), 
Bill Galvin (NSW), Geoff Vincent (National 
Treasurer) and myself. The terms of reference 
are -  

 
·  Prepare a financial strategy that supports the 

achievement of the 3 primary strategies of the 
Association’s Strategic Plan, i.e. “Looking after 
our Members”, Looking after our Association” 
and “Looking after our Communities”. 

·  Consider, scope and prioritise issues raised to 
date (Dec 2009) in submissions from branches 
and the Executive in response to the Financial 
Review task from the National Committee 
Meeting August 2009, including options, data, 
draft budgets, and national, state and regional 
issues. 

·  Develop proposals for member subscriptions, 
including perceived value to members, benefits 
and services to be expected, growth and 
retention strategies, allocation of subscription 

revenues and methods of subscription payment 
by members. 

·  Consider and propose sponsorship options, 
objectives and conditions. 

·  Develop membership marketing proposals to 
guide target membership and projected income 
analysis. 

·  Develop a financial risk analysis for inclusion in 
the financial strategy 

·  Source relevant information to appropriately 
inform the working party. 

·  Develop proposals for Constitutional changes as 
indicated from the above activity. 

The panel has convened via telephone on 
three occasions and reports have been 
provided to the National Subcommittee. It is 
anticipated that the panel will be in a position 
to present an interim report to the Directors 
when they meet for their mid year Executive 
meeting scheduled for 17th and 18th of August. 
 
The National Membership Coordinator, Colleen 
Thurger AM has advised that our membership 
uptake has slowed down significantly over the 
last year. The Directors are concerned about 
this and indeed it is one task given to the 
Review Panel to consider. Your help would be 
appreciated in this regard; firstly by 
encouraging friends and people you know who 
have been honoured with an award to join up 
and secondly by nominating people in the 
community worthy of recognition for an award. 
As recipients of awards in The Order, we 
should play an active role in identifying those 
who have made outstanding contributions to 
the community. It’s easy to nominate any 
Australian citizen for an award within The 
Order of Australia.

Hon Shane L. Stone AC PGDK QC was 
elected National President of the Order of 
Australia Association at the National 
Conference in Adelaide in February 2010 
following the retirement of Dr. Neil Conn 
AO. 
 

 
 
Shane Stone grew up in very modest 
circumstances on a Housing Commission 
estate in Wodonga, North East Victoria. He is 
a former primary school teacher, barrister and 
current company director.  
 
He is Chairman of the Mayfair Limited (UK) 
Group in Australia and Executive Chair of the 
APAC Group of Companies. He is a 
foundation member of the Advisory Board of 
PT Thiess Indonesia.  
Shane is an alumnus of the Australian National 
University, Melbourne Law School, Adelaide 

and Sturt Universities. He is a former Visiting 
Fellow at the Lauterpacht Centre of 
International Law Cambridge University. He is 
also a Fellow and Life Member of the 
Australian College of Educators; Australian 
Institute of Management; Australian Institute of 
Company Directors.  
In 1997 as the Attorney General and First Law 
Officer of the NT he received a Commission as 
Queens Counsel.  
Shane is a former President of the Northern 
Territory’s Country Liberal Party, Member of 
Parliament, Cabinet Minister and Chief 
Minister. He retired undefeated in 1999 after 
10 years in Government. That same year he 
was elected Federal President of the Liberal 
Party during the Howard Government and 
chaired the successful 2001 and 2004 
campaigns retiring in 2006. He maintains an 
interest in politics and government as Assistant 
Chairman of the International Democratic 
Union.  
 
Shane’s not for profit activities since leaving 
Parliament include the Australian Children’s 
Television Foundation (initially as an 
Independent Director and subsequently as a 
representative of the Federal Minister for 
Communications; he established and served 
as Chairman of the Audit & Risk Committee 
1999 to 2008). The Foundation pioneered a 
number of important initiatives for children 
including multimedia Kahootz and the 
‘children’s channel’ ABC 3. He also served on 
the Defence Reserve Support Council (Vice 
Chairman & subsequently National Chairman 
2000 - 2008). Shane is an active Australian 
Defence Force Reservist dating from 1969 
following discharge from the Army. He is 
recipient of the Reserve Force Medal, the 
Australian Defence Medal and Centenary 
Medal. He received a Commission as a 
seaman officer in the Royal Australian Navy 
later transferring to RANR Legal where he 
currently serves as Head of Panel Darwin.  
 
Shane was accorded the appellation the 
Honourable for life by Her Majesty Queen 
Elizabeth II of Australia in 1999 on his 
retirement as Chief Minister. In 2006 he was 
conferred a Companion of the Order citation 
read ‘For service to politics contributing to 
strengthening Federal - State - Territory 
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intergovernmental processes, to furthering the 
bi-lateral relationship between Australia and 
the Asia/Pacific region, and to the oil and gas 
industry’.  
 
We wish Shane well in his role as National 
Chairman and look forward to meeting him 
in Perth during his term of office. 
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The year got away with a fast start on 
Saturday 23 January at Ascot Raceway for the   
Australia Day Cup. 
 
The Branch was delighted to again be invited 
by Mr. Ted van Heemst Chairman WA Turf 
Club to present the Australia Day Cup. In 
presenting the Cup the Chairman Clive 
Robartson made good use of the opportunity 
to remind race goers of the National Honours 
to be announced on Australia Day and to 
encourage nominations.
